What are the names of the countries that these flags represent?
The Union Flag, popularly known as the *Union Jack, is the national flag of the United Kingdom. It is the British flag. It is called the Union Flag because it symbolises the administrative union of the countries of the United Kingdom.Scotland is represented by the flag of St. Andrew.    After Queen Elizabeth I of England died in 1603, King James VI of Scotland inherited the English throne and became 
King James I. of England. It was a Union of the Crowns, but not yet of the nations. Each country still kept their own parliament.A compromise was the answer an it led to the creation of the first Union Flag. On 12 April 1606, the National Flags of Scotland and England were united for use at sea, thus making the first Union 
'Jack'. Ireland is represented by the cross of St. Patrick. The cross St Patrick was combined with the Union Flag of St George and St Andrew, to create the Union Flag that has been flown ever since.

1. The Imperial Crown of State contains in all 2,783 diamonds, 17 sapphires, 277 pearls, 11, emeralds and 5 rubies. An enormous diamond, named the Second Star of Africa was cut from the famous Cullinan Diamond, the largest diamond ever mined, it was given to Edward VII, who had it set in the crown.

2. St. Edward's crown is a golden crown encrusted with diamonds, rubies, pearls, emeralds and sapphires. It replaced the one destroyed by Cromwell.

3. The Queen Mother contains the legendary Mountain of Light diamond, Indian in origin. It was presented to Queen Victoria by the East India Company in 1850. As a legend it brings good luck to any woman that wears it, but disaster to any man and many of the men that have owned it have met a violent end. 
4. The Imperial Crown of India was created when King George V visited Delhi as Emperor of India. The Imperial Crown of India is not a part of the British Crown Jewels, though it is stored with them.
